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1. Strong faith

Scripture: Romans 4:20

Prayer prompt: there are times were Christians not taking good care of faith and forget that faith is the only thing that we can obtain blessings, prayer cannot draw down answers, from God’s throne except it be the earnest prayer of the men who believes. Faith is the angelic messenger between the soul and the Lord Jesus in glory.
2. Perseverance

Scrpture: James 1:2-4

Prayer prompt: there is times when it is difficult to continue moving forward, but we know it is those who can persevere in the face of hardship that gain the prize. If there is something that you are considering giving up on within the church ask God for perseverance in that area. Ask the Lord to help you persevere through what you are struggling with today.

3. Forgiveness
Scripture: Matthew 6:12, Provebs 28:13

Prayer prompt: one of the great sins the church commits is dependency upon itself. Ask the lord to offer the church grace for how we have depended upon things which are not of him. Ask God to give us forgiveness for all other sins we have committed.
4. Knowing God more deeply

Scrpture: Colossians 1:10

Prayer prompt: it is difficult to know someone more deeply when we are only concerned with our own interests. Ask the Lord what we must do to know him more deeply. Ask him to help mold our hearts to not pray with selfish interests, but with a desire to strengthen our relationship with him.

5. God’s presence

Scipture: Luke 11:1, Luke 5:16
Prayer prompt: it has been said,” We don’t establish God’s presence-we acknowledge it”. Ask God to reveal to you new ways that you can experience Him today. Pray that PHC would be a place everyone can come and experience God’s presence.

6. Consumed by Faith

Scripture: Luke 17:5-6

Prayer prompt: Jesus teaches us that it is not the size of our faith, but the consistent presence of it in our lives that is most important. Ask God to show you how your day could be different if you were completely consumed by faith. Pray that a consuming faith would envelop the life of the church and it would not fail under any circumstances.
7. Understanding our status

Sripture: Luke 18:1-8

Prayer prompt: Occasionally when we go to God we can feel as though we are coming before a judge who doesn’t want to hear from us, but God is a Gracious Heavenly Father who wants to hear all things. Share with God the concerns, troubles, worries, aspirations, and dreams that are on your heart about your life and the church.

8. Lost would be found
Scripture: Luke 15:3-7
Prayer prompt: it is the Lord’s will that all would call on His name to receive salvation. Ask God to make our church a place of harvesting .ask God to make the church a place where the lost can be found.

9. Producing good fruit

Scripture: John 15:1-8

Prayer prompt: all of the fruit we produce as a church ought to be good, but that isn’t always the case. Say a prayer asking that we remain in Christ and that He makes us a church which produces endless amounts of good fruit.

10. Personal transformation

Scipture: Romans 12:1-2

Prayer prompt: The church ought to be a place where everyone can come as they are, but never leave as theycame.ask to make PHC a church where people are transformed more and more by being a part of it.
11. Putting our faith to work

Scipture: James 2:17

Prayer prompt: to simply believe personally, but not make that faith public is no faith at all. The church should have great faith accompanied by great action .ask God to help us see how we ought to put our faith to work to those He calls us to serve.

12. Patience
Scripture: Romans 2:6-7

Prayer prompt: Nothing happens as fast as we would like, especially when it comes to God moving in our lives. If there is something within your life that is not happening as fast as you would like ask God for patience in that matter. If there is something within the church that is not happening as fast as you would like it to ask for patience in that area as well.
13. Without ceasing

Scripture: 1Thessalonians 5:17

Prayer prompt: it is a difficult notion to pray continually, but that is exactly what the bible calls us to do. Invite God into every aspect of your day and communicate with Him through it all. Ask God to prompt us to do the same throughout every aspect of the church.

14. Worship
Scripture: Matthew 6:9-10

Prayer prompt: before you go into a series of prayer requests ask the Lord to reveal Himself to you more fully. Ask God to prompt the hearts of everyone in our church to focus less on ourselves and more on him. The more we focus on God the more we worship God!

15. Thankful Heart

Scripture: 1 Chronicles 16:8
Prayer prompt: too often we get focused on the bad stuff and forget the good stuff. Ask God to open your eyes to the blessing He has given you. Ask Him to open our eyes, as a church, to blessings He has given us. Ask Him to lead our church to have a greater feeling of thankfulness for all that He has accomplished through us.

16. Knowing God’s will

Scipture: Proverbs 3:5-6
Prayer prompt: Clear your mind and your heart as you come into prayer with God. Set aside all of your ambitions, hurts, pains, dreams and ask God to place upon tour heart His will.

17. Praying for our Pastor and his Family
Pray that God help our Pastor, pray for his wife and children, and pray that God will shield them from enemies. Pray and cover them with the blood. Pray for God to provide for them in a special way. Pray especially for strength for Pastor to cope with his many travels.

18. Praying for our traditional leaders

Scipture:1 Timothy 2:2, For kings and all those in authority, that we may live peaceful and quiet lives in all godliness and holiness.
